After-Hours Gate Access Policy & Procedures

Normal Procedure
If you wish to fly after-hours the procedure is to come to Air America prior to the office closing to get the airplane book and to sign out a gate card from our dispatch personnel.  After the flight, record the flight times in the book and then lock the book inside the airplane.  Then you must return to the Air America office and drop the gate card and the airplane keys in the key slot next to the front door.  Do not take the gate card or airplane keys home with you.  You will be charged $75.00 for every day we are without the gate card or airplane keys.  Please return to the Air America office within one day of your flight, during normal business hours, to pay your invoice.
Emergency Procedure
If you find yourself on the Air America ramp after hours without a gate card, or if the gate is not working properly, you must follow the following emergency procedure.  To use this procedure, start with option #1 and continue down the list until you are let out.
Option #1:
Arrange for your instructor to let you through the gate.  The payment for this
service is between you and your instructor.

Option #2:
Contact an Air America employee.  Please see the after hours on-call list on

the following page for employee names and phone numbers.  You will be

charged $15.00 for this service.

Option #3:
Taxi the airplane to Daytona Jet Center, a 24 hour facility.  Leave the airplane

book and keys with the front desk.  Request overnight parking and ask for

transportation to your car.  Then call Air America and leave a message telling
us where the airplane is.  You will be charged $10.00 by Daytona Jet Center

for the overnight parking and charged an additional $10.00 by Air America
for our employee’s time to relocate the airplane back to our ramp.  The hobbs
time to relocate the airplane will also be added to your invoice.

Option #4:
Call the Chief Flight Instructor (Mark Blackman) at 386-453-3022.
Important Notice!
The Transport Security Administration (TSA), Daytona International Airport Operations, All Aboard Storage, and Air America take gate infractions extremely seriously.  Gate infractions will be punished with fines up to $25,000.00 and pilot licenses being revoked.

1.  NEVER…Climb the fence.
2.  NEVER…Break into or walk through any hangar on the field.

3.  NEVER…Call Airport Operations or Daytona Tower to let you out of the gate.

4.  NEVER…Call Tom Abbott, All Aboard Storage, or push the “call” button at the gate.
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
