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Due to the difficult wording of the regulations this is the most confusing course to teach as a flight instructor.  This results in a large number of failed checkrides simply due to the training requirements not being met.  Following this training syllabus will be the cheapest and easiest way to complete the training and will guarantee that you do not have any problems.

Please note that you must follow it exactly as it is written and in the order it is presented.  It should also be noted that you can not combine flights and that each flight should be logged as an individual flight (even if they occur on the same day).  This will make it is easy for the FAA Designated Examiner to understand the logbook.  Also, all training must be accomplished within a 60 day period.

Before you being the training you must be certain that the following conditions are met.  If not, complete them in a single engine airplane and then begin the training:
1)  Applicant must have logged at least 230 hours of total flight time in an airplane

2)  Applicant must have logged at least 90 hours of PIC flight time in an airplane

3)  Applicant must have logged at least 45 hours of PIC cross-country time in an airplane

4)  Applicant must have at least 5 hours of simulated or actual instrument time

5)  Current Flight Review and Instrument Proficiency Check (this is important because the instrument time during this training will not be logged as “PIC” so it will not satisfy the IPC requirement which is required for the checkride)

Now you can begin the training.  Remember, this syllabus was only created to make sure you meet the requirements therefore I can not guarantee that your students will be proficient at the end of this training.  Just follow them in order and once finished make the decision if your student is ready for their checkride.  If they are not ready simply add review flights until they are ready.

Flight  #1
Length of flight - 1.5 Hours

What to do - Introduce multiengine maneuvers following the Practical Test Standards.
How to log it - Log it as “Dual Received” and endorse it as “Multiengine training in preparation for practical test with 60 days as per 61.129(b)(3)(v)”.  Do not log it as “PIC”.

Flight #2
Length of flight - More than 2.5 Hours

What to do - Practice instrument flying skills.
How to log it - Log it as “Dual Received” and endorse it as “Instrument training in a multiengine airplane as per 61.129(b)(3)(i)”.  Do not log it as “PIC”.

Remember - Not every minute of the flight will be “Simulated or Actual” (like taxiing) so it may take 3.0 hours of flight time to be able to meet the 2.5 hour instrument requirement.
Flight #3
Length of flight - More than 2.5 Hours

What to do - Practice instrument flying skills.
How to log it - Log it as “Dual Received and Simulated or Actual” and endorse it as “Instrument training in a multiengine airplane as per 61.129(b)(3)(i)”.  Do not log it as “PIC”.
Remember - Not every minute of the flight will be “Simulated or Actual” (like taxiing) so it may take 3.0 hours of flight time to be able to meet the 2.5 hour instrument requirement.
Flight #4
Length of flight - 2.0 Hours

What to do - One 100 NM straight-line cross-country flight in VFR night conditions.
How to log it - Log it as “Dual Received and Cross -Country and Night” and endorse it as “VFR Night Cross-Country as per 61.129(b)(3)(iv)”.  Do not log it as “PIC” and do not log any instrument time (it must be VFR).

Remember - It doesn’t take 2.0 hours to fly 100 NM in the Duchess so you will have to pick a further point (like DAB to TLH).   Also, this flight must be navigated using either pilotage or dead reckoning.

Flight #5
Length of flight - 2.0 Hours

What to do - One 100 NM straight-line cross-country flight in VFR day conditions.
How to log it - Log it as “Dual Received and Cross -Country” and endorse it as “VFR Day Cross-County as per 61.129(b)(3)(iii)”.  Do not log it as “PIC” and do not log any instrument time (it must be VFR).

Remember - This would be the return flight the “VFR Night Cross-Country”.  The reason why the night flight is done first is because most examiners want to see these two cross-countries flown on separate dates.  In this example you would fly to TLH and spend the night and fly back the next morning.  Also, this flight must be navigated using either pilotage or dead reckoning.
Flight #6
Length of flight - 5.0 hours

What to do - One 300 NM, 3 point cross-country flight with a 250 NM straight-line distance.
How to log it - Log it as “PIC and Solo and Cross-Country” and endorse it as “Supervised Solo 300 NM Cross-County as per 61.129(b)(4)(i)”.  Do not log it as “Dual Received”.

Remember - This flight can be flown in either VFR or IFR conditions however any “Simulated or Actual” time can not be used to meet any requirements because it is not “Dual Received”.  A good example would be to fly from DAB to MTH to VRB to DAB.

Flight #7
Length of flight - 2.5 hours

What to do - 5 takeoffs and 5 landings (full-stop with taxi-back) with a traffic pattern and operating control tower.

How to log it - Log it as “PIC and Solo and Night” and endorse it as “Supervised Solo VFR Night Landings as per 61.129(b)(4)(ii)”.  Do not log it as “Dual Received” and do not log any instrument time (it must be VFR).

Remember - This flight can be flown as a “Cross-Country” however this time can not be used to meet any requirements because it is not “Dual Received”.
Flight #8
Length of flight - 2.5 hours

What to do - 5 takeoffs and 5 landings (full-stop with taxi-back) with a traffic pattern and operating control tower.

How to log it - Log it as “PIC and Solo and Night” and endorse it as “Supervised Solo VFR Night Landings as per 61.129(b)(4)(ii)”.  Do not log it as “Dual Received” and do not log any instrument time (it must be VFR).

Remember - This flight can be flown as a “Cross-Country” however this time can not be used to meet any requirements because it is not “Dual Received”.
Flight  #9
Length of flight - 1.5 Hours

What to do - Practice multiengine maneuvers to the Practical Test Standards.
How to log it - Log it as “Dual Received” and endorse it as “Multiengine training in preparation for practical test with 60 days as per 61.129(b)(3)(v)”.  Do not log it as “PIC”.
